DESCRIPTION 

Spanish I-B is a year long class at Pine Valley.  It is the second year of the two year beginning Spanish 

course.  The class will continue to develop students' Spanish listening comprehension, reading, writing 

and speaking skills in accordance with the ACTFL, state and SRVUSD Standards and Benchmarks for 

foreign language instruction.  Students will be exposed to Spanish and Latin American culture and will 

cover the curriculum materials in the text:  Tema 5 through Tema 8. 

OBJECTIVE 

To enable students to speak, read, understand and create original communication in Spanish at the 

beginning/developing levels of foreign language acquisition. 

CLASSROOM POLICIES 

All school rules will be strictly enforced. 

Binder Reminder usage is mandatory. 

Bring workbooks, notebook (separate notebook or section of binder for Spanish) and other materials to 

class daily (paper, pen, binder, etc.). 

BEHAVIOR 

No one has the right to infringe on others' right to learn.  The following behavior is expected and will 

be enforced:  1) Be polite and respectful to the teacher and other students.  2) Be quiet when asked.   

3) Do not shout out answers.  (When we hear others blurt out answers, we tend to stop thinking for 

ourselves.)  4) Participate in language exercises and class activities.
