Expectations

1. Students will arrive at school on time, with homework completed,
Binder Reminder signed daily, with all basic supplies, Homework Folder,
Reading and Writing Notebooks and an SSR BOOK every day.
(Basic Supplies: Pen, Pencil, Highlighter, Red Correcting Pen, Post-It Notes, Lined Writing Paper)

2. Any student who is not in his/her assigned seat when the tardy bell rings is considered tardy.
(Tardies are assigned a litter pick-up as a consequence. Every tardy after the 3rd one results in a referral to the office.)

4. Binder Reminder will be used daily to record assignments for all classes, and parent
signature is needed to verify homework is being monitored.

This use of the Binder Reminder is required and earns classroom grade points.
The www.pvms.schoolloop.com website is to be accessed every evening of a school day
to record assignments, clarify due dates, check grades, and such.

*NOTE: Students are still required to check schoolloop.com on days they have missed
class for any reason. All assignments should be printed or recorded

from schoolloop.com into the Binder Reminder and signed off by a parent.
(Parents can record assignments for an ill student if necessary.)

5. Late Work is not accepted . All assignments are to be turned in by the assigned due date.
Work that is not turned in when [ collect the assignment in class is considered “late”.
